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Abstract

The idea that China wants to build a world-class university has not been produced in recent years,
it has been put forward as early as the Hu Shi period, it is a gradual and consistent complex
process. There is no precise definition of a world-class university, but according to the current re-
search results, it can be classified into two aspects: characteristic performance and connotative
significance. Building a world-class university requires clarifying where our gaps are, and im-
proving policy and institutional guidance, concepts, and practices based on gaps and case expe-
riences. At present, Chinese scholars have achieved remarkable results in the research of
world-class universities, and this paper focuses on classifying and summarizing the relevant lite-
rature views since 2000.
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
