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Abstract

The intention of the anti-suit injunction is to achieve substantive justice. In recent years, the “an-
ti-suit injunction war” in international civil and commercial litigation has intensified. Chinese
courts have also begun to issue “anti-suit injunctions” when dealing with active conflicts of juris-
diction. However, the current “Civil Procedure Law” provision does not clearly state the concept of
injunction, and can only logically infer that the provision has the function of prohibiting the par-
ties from initiating or continuing related litigation in extraterritorial courts. This paper puts for-
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ward some suggestions on the construction of the anti-suit injunction system in China: the sepa-
rate anti-suit injunction system and the corresponding violation consequences should be stipu-
lated in the “Civil Procedure Law”, and the applicable situation should be clearly defined in the
trial process, with the principle of international comity as the bottom line, and the anti-suit in-
junction should be issued without prejudice to the judicial sovereignty of other countries.
