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Abstract

At the same time as the rapid urbanization process, the hotels built in the early days of the city
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gradually lost their competitiveness due to the slow pace of renewal. Therefore, the hotel with
earlier construction time and aging problems has ushered in more urgent development challenges,
and improving the hotel’s function to the city and its living environment, and optimizing the ho-
tel's functional experience have become important research topics. The research on the quality
optimization and transformation of hotels is of positive significance in the current process of ur-
ban renewal. Taking the Great Wall Building in Jinan as an example, this paper proposes renova-
tion measures from the perspective of the overall to the details from the aspects of site environ-
ment reorganization, architectural form renewal, and internal function improvement, so as to
adapt to the development of the times and integrate into the urban environment.
