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Abstract

The year 2020 is the starting point for us to step into a new era of history and create a beautiful
new charter, and it is also a crucial year for us to win the fight against poverty. In the “Government
Work Report” of the National People’s Congress this year, the Prime Minister pointed out that
“getting rid of poverty is a hard task that must be completed to build a well-off society in an
all-round way”. It is the solemn commitment of the CPC Central Committee to the people of the
whole country to make precise policies, help the poor with heart and help the poor. The financial
poverty alleviation carried out by rural credit cooperatives is an important measure for accurate
poverty alleviation and rural revitalization strategy. Based on poverty alleviation policy, this pa-
per investigates and studies the problems in the implementation of poverty alleviation projects of
rural credit cooperatives in Anhui Province and the implementation effect of the projects. The re-
search results show that although Anhui rural credit cooperatives have made some achievements
in poverty alleviation, there are still some problems, mainly focusing on loan application, fund re-
view, project implementation cycle and pertinence of poverty alleviation projects. Based on this,
this paper puts forward the following problems in poverty alleviation projects of rural credit co-
operatives: perfecting poverty alleviation policies in practice and helping the poor accurately ac-
cording to local conditions; Help the poor to help the “intelligence” first, and strengthen the voca-
tional training of rural personnel; Explore the integration and raising mode of special funds
needed for poverty alleviation projects to realize the sustainable development of poverty allevia-
tion projects, so as to provide practical suggestions for the follow-up development of poverty al-
leviation projects of rural credit cooperatives.
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
