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Abstract

struction of child-friendly cities, through field visits and questionnaire surveys, SWOT was used to
analyze the current situation of its urban cultural soft environment from six aspects: child-friendly
cultural policies, children’s public cultural services, children’s cultural rights protection, children’s
growth cultural space, children’s development cultural environment, and children’s cultural indus-
try development. Furthermore, the four core dimensions of Lingnan culture—kung fu culture, science
culture, craftsman culture, dragon and lion culture, and child-friendly culture construction are com-
bined, and it has always run through children’s cultural education and growth environment. On
this basis, it is proposed that Foshan adopt the path of “embedded” promotion from the aspects of
child-friendly concepts, policies, talents, technologies, and actions, and finally form a pattern of global
system promotion.
