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Abstract

With the increasing number of college graduates and the implementation of the job-hunting by
self-determination policy, job-seeking has become a perennial malaise not only for those with poor
education backgrounds, but for highly educated individuals. It is estimated that as early as 2020,
there were more than 60,000 postgraduates and 170,000 undergraduates out of nearly three million
food delivery riders. Using the framework of three-dimensional analysis proposed by Fairclough,
this paper conducts critical discourse analysis on the news reports released on the WeChat public
account from August to October 2022 about Master’s and Ph.D. graduates becoming food delivery
riders. Combined with the text context and social context of the discourse, this paper conducts a text
analysis from the linguistic level of noun (phrase) classification selection and modal analysis, and
analyzes discourse practice from the level of intertextuality. Although online social media write ar-
ticles advocating job equality by selecting different words, expressions, and tones to mask covert dis-
crimination, such news reports do nothing to alleviate or solve the social phenomenon of “high edu-
cation and low employment” in a practical sense. Discriminatory ideology hidden behind them will
in turn have a certain impact on society, flare up people’s nervous tension and social rat race, thus
plunging society into a vicious circle.
