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Abstract

The use of lexical items sometimes might break through the limitation of its grammatical proper-
ties and creatively acquire new grammatical usage under the new syntactic environment. This
phenomenon is common in network language in particular. This paper aims to analyze the nature
and mechanism of the adverbialization of “yun” in network language from the perspective of me-
metics. Through memetic analysis, “yun” used as an adverb means “online” which is a new seman-
tic and pragmatic feature, conforming to the today’s environment and meeting people’s expressive
demands. It is successfully copied and disseminated by netizens. And the adverbial feature of “yun”
is stable at present.
