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Abstract

The characteristics of the tone system of Ziyang dialect in Sichuan are basically consistent with
those of Chengdu dialect and Chongqing dialect. In general, there are 4 tones in Ziyang dialect: Yin
ping (45), Yang ping (21), Shangsheng (42) and Qu sheng (213). In today's Ziyang dialect, the an-
cient turbid initials and the ancient entering tone characters have disappeared, flat sound divided
into Yin ping and Yang ping, and the number of Yang ping characters has increased greatly. Disyl-
labic tone sandhi of Ziyang dialect of Sichuan province can be divided into two categories: overlap
type and non-overlap type, and the regulation of overlapping tone sandhi is dominated by the
change of the back word into the middle rising tone. The law of non-overlapping disyllabic tone
sandhi is rather complicated. The paper analyzes the characteristics of tone sandhi in three as-
pects: the tone sandhi with affixes, the tone sandhi in compound word formation and the tone
sandhi in erhua. In Ziyang dialect, compound word-formation tone sandhi is restricted by certain
synchronic phonetic conditions, but not only controlled by it, but also closely related to the inter-
nal grammatical structure of word group.
