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Abstract

News reports play an important role in expressing their positions, propagating political ideas as
well as guiding public opinion. In addition, their remarks are also publicly accessible worldwide
and radical words in news reports may lead to worse international relations. Therefore, in sensi-
tive contexts, journalists often use relevant euphemisms to reduce aggression in discourse, avoid
intensification of contradictions and safeguard the interests of their government. Recently, con-
flicts between China and America have turned into a lengthy trade war. On this sensitive topic,
both Chinese and American media have adopted corresponding euphemistic expressions in order
to achieve the purpose of beautifying the facts and safeguarding their own interests.
