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Abstract

Xing Fuyi (1984) [1] analyzed the sentence pattern “NP Le” and defined the nature of “NP” that can
enter the sentence pattern. This article uses the BCC corpus as the source, combines the characte-
ristics of nouns that can enter the “adverb + noun” structure on the basis of Xing Fuyi’s “NP Le”,
and analyzes the semantic characteristics of NP that can enter the “Dou+ NP + Le” structure: NP
needs to have series transitional or additional meaning, combined with decategorization theory,
compares the difference between “NP Le” in “Dou + NP + Le” and “NP Le”, indicating the reason
that “NP” with additional meaning can enter “Dou + NP + Le” sentence pattern.
