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Abstract

After Norman’s conquest of England in 1066, three kinds of language—Anglo-Norman French,
Latin and English—existed simultaneously in England. Since then, English language became an
oral language used by people in countryside instead of an authoritative written language. The
Black Death changed the structure of English population thoroughly. The number of clergies and
intellectuals declined abruptly. This improved the status of English in Medieval Europe in many
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fields, such as religion, administration, education and literature, and therefore caused the “tri-
umph of English”.
