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Abstract

Based on Fairclough’s framework of critical discourse analysis and relevant tools of corpus lin-
guistics, this essay takes the reports of “X Yuan” as the research object and explores what kind of
image of “Yuan” is constructed by the media from three aspects: text, discursive practice and social
practice. This essay also examines how the image is constructed and the ideology as well as social
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values behind it. The study finds that the media have a tendency to use and select seemingly ob-
jective arguments to portray “Yuan” as a vulgar, gold-digging, heavily made-up internet celebrity.
The production of the narrative and the construction of the image actually reflect the legacy of
long-standing patriarchal values.
