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Abstract

This article compares the similarities and differences in the definitions of “cold” in Chinese and
English dictionaries, and combines relevant knowledge such as Chinese lexicology, lexicography,
and language philosophy. From the perspectives of sensory and psychological categories, it re-
describes the distribution of the meanings of “cold” in modern Chinese.
