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Abstract

A vocabulary list can centrally display the vocabulary that students need to learn at this stage. In
order to ensure that international students studying in China are not troubled by vocabulary dur-
ing their professional studies, this study is based on the construction of the political economy
academic terminology of the terminology corpus, and classifies 149 political economy nouns rec-
orded online by classifying them at primary, middle and high levels to determine the basic words.
