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Abstract

Based on prior relevant studies on P2P accommodation and hotel companies, the current study
intends to explore both extrinsic incentives and intrinsic incentives of P2P accommodation plat-
form participants (hosts and guests) and their effects on traditional lodging types. This study pro-
vides valuable insights for P2P accommodation to achieve its sustainable development. Besides,
the study has great implications for traditional lodging companies’ operation and management
practices in a sharing economy setting.
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
