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Abstract

Although the utility of using literature in the English language classrooms has aroused a lot of de-
bates, Gilroy and Parkinson (1996) [1] articulate that literature cannot be ignored and as it is re-
garded as the highest form of the target language, literature should always be part of ELT. This
dissertation aims to investigate a subjective and anecdotally based hypothesis that Chinese stu-
dents tend to have negative attitudes towards English literature and if so, why. In addition, based
on the reasons, it also hopes to bring forward the related suggestions to improve the situation.
