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Abstract

Given COVID-19 global pandemic has gradually been under control, it’s foreseeable that there will
be a certain increase in the number of the students seeking for furthering education overseas in
the near future, which will also promote the popularity of TOEFL and other standardized language
tests worldwide. Under such circumstance, the Merging Courses are released by the International
Education and Training Department of New Oriental Education & Technology Group, not only to
meet the needs of the students making full use of free time preparing for the tests, but also up-
grade the learning experience by the interactive videos, not conforming to the stereotype of con-
ventional online courses. By comparing the New Oriental standardized TOEFL textbooks from which
Merging Courses are derived and developed, this article aims to familiarize TOEFL teachers with
the Courses, as well as to provide reference for TOEFL teachers to prepare lessons and organize
training related to this new form of language courses.
