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Abstract

Lucien Febvre, one of the founders of French Annales School, gives a complete survey and criticism
to the Geographical Determinism in his one of the most important work, A Geographical Introduc-
tion to History, collaborated with Lionel Bataillon. Lucien also decomposed the Determinism and
many of illusions which were divided by it. After carefully reading and making a thorough inquiry
about his book, we would analyze and evaluate all what he discussed in the book and then syste-
matically present his main great contributions. However, we also point out some ideas or faults
which should be re-explored in the book.
