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Abstract

During the 1940’s, Chinese wartime capital Chongqing was flooded by a large number of victims of
the disaster who suffered some floods and heavy losses. In order to strengthen flood relief, both
Xinhua Daily Newspapers and Chinese Central Daily Newspapers had stepped up reporting on the
situation of the disaster, calling on people to raise the disaster relief funds actively and providing
reasonable suggestions to relief floods for the national government. Xinhua Daily Newspapers also
criticizes and exposes the abuses of the national government in the flood relief, and supervises the
government’s relief measures and results. Chinese Central Daily Newspapers, as one department
“mouthpiece” of the Kuomintang central committee, mainly reports on the government’s relief
measures and results.
