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Abstract

In the point of traditional perspectives, the European Science Revolution and the Enlightenment
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formatted the modernity of human society. Yet, in the face of modernity in human society, the tra-
ditional Eurocentric points of view seem to be lack of global consideration. The emergence of
modernity of human societies had an inseparable relationship to the colonialism in the late 19th
century. This paper cites the concept of “modernity” and “colonialism”, finding the origin of global
modernity through analyzing the dialectical mutual effects between the colonizers and the colo-
nized and how these effects provoked the upsurge of the modernism and the modernist move-
ments.
