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Abstract

The epidemic is a sudden international public health event, which not only damages the legitimate
rights and interests of sailors, but also affects the shipping industry. On the one hand, in the face of
sudden epidemic, the medical protection measures of life and health, labor rights and remunera-
tion rights of seafarers are not in place. On the other hand, the different epidemic prevention meas-
ures of different regions and countries lead to the failure to realize the right of seafarers to change
shifts and repatriate. Based on the perspective of protecting the rights and interests of seafarers,
the domestic legislation, the improvement of medical services, and the strengthening of interna-
tional cooperation promote the true protection of seafarers’ rights and interests.
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
