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Abstract

B station and other short video platforms are widely used by the public with the rapid develop-
ment of the Internet. Many cases we cannot notice in the past are easy to enter the public’s vision
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and cause people’s indignation because they touch the bottom line of morality. People often pur-
sue the so-called “justice” with the simple justice view outside the rules. This is a kind of social
supervision, but it also can easily affect the independence of judiciary. This paper will use the
comparative method, through the analysis of “Yao Jiaxin” and “Jiang Ge” cases, thoroughly clarify
the practical impact of the “invisible” hand of online public opinion on justice, and how to estab-
lish a correct mechanism to guide public opinion, and put forward the future development strate-
gy of justice suitable for China’s national conditions, in order to balance social and legal interests.
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
