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Abstract

The increasing trend of globalization has accelerated the communication and exchange of culture,
trade, science and technology, information and other aspects between different parts of the world,
and Conference (Forum) exhibition activities have played an important role in various large-scale
communication activities. In the early years, some scholars proposed that conference and exhibi-
tion itself is a kind of tourism activity. In recent years, conference and exhibition industry and
tourism industry have developed rapidly.
