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Abstract

Since the implementation of the targeted poverty alleviation policy, the number of rural poor in
Yunnan Province has been drastically reduced in absolute numbers, and the incidence of poverty
has also dropped significantly. The income and expenditure of rural residents in poverty-stricken
areas have greatly improved and increased steadily. The production and life of rural areas in po-
verty-stricken areas conditions continue to improve, and the survival, food and clothing problems
of rural residents have basically been resolved. On this basis, we will further optimize and im-
prove the current targeted poverty alleviation policies and measures, establish a follow-up guar-
antee mechanism, ensure that poverty alleviation is effectively connected with the rural revitali-
zation strategy, stabilize and continuously consolidate the victory of poverty alleviation, and con-
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tribute to solving my country’s “three rural”. It is particularly important to promote the moderni-
zation of the national governance system and governance capabilities.
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
