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Abstract

Regong Art, as one of the earliest folk arts and crafts in China, was included in the First Batch of
National Intangible Heritage Lists in 2006; In 2009, it was included in the Representative List of In-
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tangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity by UNESCO, which has high historical value, cultural value
and appreciation value. The purpose of this paper is to compare and analyze Regong Art with
some projects in the same field in the Representative List of the Intangible Culture Heritage of Hu-
manity and the Register of Good Safeguarding Practice in UNESCO intangible cultural heritage
projects, and learn from relevant foreign experience, so as to promote better protection of Regong
Art Inheritance and sustainable development.
