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Abstract

In recent years, the world economic landscape has undergone significant changes. In response, the
government in July last year when planning the second half of the economic work, put forward a
domestic cycle as the main body, the domestic and international cycles complement each other’s
new development ideas, that is, “double-cycle” economic development model. The double-cycle
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economy not only responds to the changes of the times, but also brings new development oppor-
tunities for furniture enterprises; activating internal vitality and injecting new impetus for the
development of furniture enterprises. This paper will analyse these issues in depth by reviewing
the relevant literature. With the “double cycle” as the starting point, the paper will review the re-
levant literature and discuss how to understand the development idea that the internal cycle of
Dongguan’s furniture industry is the main economy and that the internal and external cycles
promote each other, and what development path the Dongguan furniture industry should grasp
under the new development idea.
