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Abstract

Charlotte Bronte is a very famous British writer, known as “a cactus flower proudly in the wind
and sand”. Jane Eyre, the heroine in her masterpiece Jane Eyre, is an English woman who has be-
come an orphan since childhood. She constantly pursues freedom and dignity in all kinds of tribu-
lations, does not yield to fate, and finally gets happiness.
