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Abstract

The Remains of the Day, a fiction by Japanese-born British author Kazuo Ishiguro. From the pers-
pective of Ethical Literary Criticism, this paper reinterprets The Remains of the Day by means of
close reading, and analyzes the ethical choice of the hero Stevens, and then make a preliminary
exploration on the factors that influence Stevens’ choice. According to research findings, Stevens’
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pursuit of great cause and his strong insistence on professional dignity make him lose his family
affection and love, and his distorted ethical idea cast a strong tragic color on his life. This paper
aims to make readers have a more three-dimensional understanding of this work, hoping to pro-
vide a new perspective for the study of this novel.
