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Abstract

The development of “Netflix” and the influence of their consumption behaviour on college stu-
dents’ values have led to a big change in the values of college students, and at the same time, it has
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also led to the emergence of wrong values in some college students. Therefore, it is important to
study the impact of the “Netflix” boom on college students’ values. This paper investigates the
current situation of the influence of “Netflix” on college students’ values, analyzes it and combines
it with relevant examples to clarify the positive and negative influences on college students’ values
under the “Netflix” craze, and puts forward countermeasures from the three aspects of the society,
the school, and the individual to overcome the influence of “Netflix”.
