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Abstract

The article aims to explore the collaborative development between professional groups in voca-
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tional colleges and industrial colleges, and puts forward a series of suggestions. The article first
emphasizes the importance of enhancing the practical ability of the teaching staff for collaborative
development, and proposes measures to strengthen teacher training and ability enhancement.
