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Abstract

In recent years, with news incidents where mothers-in-law sued their daughter-in-law in court in
order to raise funds for their grandchildren, and their daughter-in-law was cut off, society has paid
more and more attention to the relationship between mother-in-law and daughter-in-law. Re-
search on the relationship between mother-in-law and daughter-in-law has diversified in content
and is showing an increasing trend in quantity. Through the review of literature related to moth-
er-in-law daughter-in-law relationship in the past 30 years, the development, trends, and context
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of mother-in-law daughter-in-law relationship research are reviewed from both domestic and in-
ternational perspectives. From a psychological perspective, the influencing factors, specific im-
pacts, and intervention methods of mother-in-law daughter-in-law relationship are reviewed, point-
ing out the existing problems in the literature and future research trends, providing reference for
better research on mother-in-law daughter-in-law relationship issues in the future.
