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Abstract

Family conflict is very common in daily communication and interaction. As a specific discourse
type, conflict discourse has attracted wide attention in recent years. Based on real TV interview
videos, this study uses the research method of conversation analysis to describe the sequence po-
sition of rhetorical questions in conflict discourse, the design of rhetorical questions’ sentence
wheel, and summarizes the interactive function of rhetorical questions in conflict discourse. In
this study, it is found that rhetorical questions appear in the following three positions: 1) Rhetor-
ical questions expressing opinions in the initial position; 2) Responding positions to express views
as rhetorical questions; 3) Rhetorical questions are used in the third round. In addition to syntac-
tic resources, the embodied resources such as gestures, eyes and body language that accompany
rhetorical questions enhance the interactive functions of denial, questioning and opposition. This
paper has certain reference value for the study of conflict discourse.
