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Abstract

Based on the theory of pragmatic identity construction, the paper investigates the use of the self
address forms of the character “Wu Yingxiong” in the novel “The Deer and The Cauldron”, and the
construction of the self-claimed pragmatic identity by limiting the listener object. Generally
speaking, the speaker body prominently constructs the status of “lower officials” and “ministers”.
At the same time, according to the changes of the immediate relationship between the two parties,
the use of the self address forms is transformed and adjusted, and the pragmatic identity is dy-
namically constructed.
