graph presentation is made. The results show that the core values, ideology, ideological system, so-
cialism with Chinese characteristics, college students, ideological and political education and ideo-
logical and political work in colleges and universities are the hot research directions. Chinese Dream,
new era, Xi Jinping’'s new era of socialism with Chinese characteristics, cultural self-confidence, cul-
tural power, influencing people through positive education are the research hotspots with the
characteristics of the times. Generally speaking, the research of Chinese scholars on the core val-
ues of socialism is guided by the policy of the party and the state, and takes new science and tech-
nology, new discourse and new thought as important elements, which highlights the distinct ad-
vanced nature and the times.
