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Abstract

In narrative texts, the redundant verb “V le you V” can be used as predicate, attribute, adverbial
and complement. Its frequency of acting as a predicate is the highest, the frequency of acting as an
attribute and complement is in the middle, and the probability of acting as an adverbial is the
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lowest. When “V le you V” acts as a predicate in the clause, it emphasizes the overlapping and re-
peated actions necessary to achieve the result, or the performance of the action itself is empha-
sized. The action itself is marked as foreground information. This paper will prove the foregroun-
ding function of “V le you V” from four aspects: the characteristics of foreground information, fo-
cus and foreground information, discourse salience function, cohesion function and foreground
information.
