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Abstract

Marxist philosophy is a philosophy that can not only explain the world scientifically but also ac-
tively transform the world outlook. It particularly emphasizes the practical function of philosophy.
Without practice, it is impossible to scientifically and completely understand the essence of Marx’s
contribution to philosophy. In recent years, issues related to the professional dilemma and tran-
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scendence of young teachers in colleges and universities, the pressure of scientific research of young
teachers in colleges and universities, and the pressure of survival of young teachers in colleges and
universities have been increasing. The thinking on these issues finally focuses on the most funda-
mental problem-the problem of the voice of young teachers in colleges and universities. At present,
the discourse power of young teachers in colleges and universities shows a serious lack of current
situation, which is reflected in the hegemony of administrative discourse, elite discourse hegemony
and institutional discourse hegemony, and young teachers’ initiative aphasia. Therefore, this paper
uses Marxist philosophical theory to construct the discourse support environment from the social
level, optimize the discourse environment and institutional system at the school level, and recon-
struct the discourse power of young teachers in colleges and universities from the aspects of awa-
kening teachers’ self-awareness at the individual level.
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
