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Abstract

In recent years, with the rapid growth of China’s economy, the process of urbanization has also
been accelerating, due to insufficient early planning or destruction of historic landscapes in the
process of urban expansion, the cultural heritage and street forms of many historic cities are being
eroded, urban memory and urban personality are becoming blurred, and the establishment of an
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urban historic landscape conservation system has become an issue that continues to be addressed
in China today. Japan, which has a similar culture to China, has many years of experience in this
area. This study contributes to the establishment of the historic urban landscape system in China
by analyzing the laws related to the historic urban landscape in Japan, combining the Japanese
government system with specific cases and analyzing the Japanese historic urban landscape sys-
tem in detail.
