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Abstract

The idea of world history is an idea of great theoretical and practical significance in the history of
the development of Marxism. In The German Ideology, Marx and Engels completed the construc-
tion of a system of world historical thought in a relatively preliminary manner. They took histori-
cal materialism as the philosophical foundation, examined the contradiction between the produc-
tive forces and the relations of production, and took the opening up of the world market by the
bourgeoisie and the universal interaction between various nations and countries as the logical
starting point, and deeply expounded the deep logic of the transformation of history into world
history. In-depth study of the ideas of world history in The German Ideology allows for the inter-
pretation of the new form of human civilisation from different perspectives.
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
