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Abstract

The rule of law of rural consultative democracy is an important part of promoting the construction
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of countryside, and the rule of law of rural consultative democracy is an inevitable trend to devel-
op and improve rural consultative democracy. This paper takes the system of “villagers’ voices” in
Xiangshan County as an example to understand the new vitality of rural consultative democracy
through continuous innovation under the guidance of rule of law. Through the institutionalized
and rule of law system, the “villagers’ voices” system can better resolve conflicts and promote ru-
ral governance.
