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Abstract

3~6 years old is the golden age of language development, which is suitable for second language
acquisition. However, many practical factors have interfered with the effectiveness of English en-
lightenment for young children in China. This paper will start from the comparison of first lan-
guage acquisition and second language acquisition, and discuss, from the perspective of Krashen’s
second language acquisition hypothesis, how to effectively use graded reading materials Oxford
Reading Tree (taking L1 entry level as an example) to enlighten 3~6 years old children in English.
The paper is expected to provide a meaningful reference for Chinese parents or preschool English
teachers.
