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Abstract

Through the analysis of the drama Oedipus the King, it is concluded that human self cognition will
go through three stages: false ignorance, false knowledge and real ignorance. False ignorance re-
flects that although a person is in a state of ignorance and lack of desire, they are not aware of
themselves and do not have any connection with the outside world at this time; false knowledge
reflects the ignorance of good and evil, the pursuit of material desires, and the voluntary enslave-
ment of material possessions in the pursuit of what one considers a better life; true ignorance re-
flects a person’s ignorance of the future, and they will explore how to achieve a better life through
free choice throughout their lifetime.
