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Abstract

With the advent of globalization, the influence of foreign culture and mainstream culture has had a
great impact on the culture and education of ethnic areas. Wordless picture books have a history
of more than 200 years in the West, which plays a very important role in the development of
children’s creative thinking and language expression ability. Therefore, it is very necessary to
guide children to read wordless picture books. Through the investigation of this study, it is found
that when small class children read picture books without words, teachers and parents more or
less lack the correct cognition of picture books without words and do not know how to guide
children to read. In view of these problems, this study puts forward some relevant suggestions in
order to obtain the beneficial guidance of the wordless picture book.
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
